Our Visit to the Community of San Jose  

Working with our partners Global First 
Responder, our work began in early January of 
2022 with desperately needed medical outreach 
clinics and the construction of an interim school 
in the community of San Jose, located on the 
lower Ucayali River.   
 
Erosion caused by rapidly rising waters claimed

year, collapsing it into the river. The people of 
San Jose are resilient and well organized. When

because government funding programs are backlogged. So they reached out and requested our help to 
construct an interim building.  
 
The stars aligned! At the same time, we received an email from our great partners at Global First Responder. 
In 2019, they built a small medical post in San Jose. Founder and director Dr. Adam Beckett wrote that the 
organization wanted to return to Peru and asked if there were any construction or medical projects we

needed help with. Yes! After several months of planning, a 
team of 18 Global First Responder construction and medical 
volunteers and 13 Amazon Promise staff members traveled by 
road and river and arrived in San Jose on January 8, 2022. 
Together, in just one week, they built a safe and spacious 
schoolhouse that can also be used for community gatherings. 
 
Special Projects Manager Jose Luis Valles led the team to San 
Jose. Shaman Don Orlando Tamani Cunario, 80, also joined to 
give traditional medical care. Thank you, Global First 
Responder and team Peru for partnering to address these 
challenges during this stressful pandemic crisis.  

 

The Next Clean Water System 
 
Amazon Promise Special Projects Manager, 
Jose Luis Valles has just returned from our 
first visit to Villa Puerto Cruz, where we will 
install our next rainwater catchment system.

Traveling up the Tapirillo River, we arrived at 
the confluence with the Yurac Yacu Creek. 
There we saw a sign posted with the name of 
the village and a hiking trail to access it. But 
because the rivers are now rising, we were 
able to keep traveling by boat another 20 minutes up the creek, all the way to the village. 
 
Villa Puerto Cruz is located on a high terra firme hill. The community was founded in 1982, and there are 18 
families (about 80 inhabitants) living there. Houses are located on each side of a green avenue about 40 
meters wide and 400 meters long.  
 
The community had asked me to bring them a rainwater system when we were building one last year in 
Tapirillo. They were so surprised when I arrived to start making arrangements.  One of the men saw me and

God." He introduced me to the Indigenous

being of all the women. 
Because Villa Puerto Cruz lacks sanitation, 
human waste is washed into the creek every 
time it rains. The community is aware that the

of water, including drinking water. Children and 
adults are frequently ill from the dirty water.

And when the river is low, they must walk half an hour to collect it. 
I spent the night. The next day, the community elected a water committee, and we held a signing ceremony

them a list of materials they need to provide, and they eagerly responded they would have them ready in a 
week! They had already constructed a very nice 15- by 7-meter building to house the new rainwater system.

very soon. Once we get started, it will only take about 18 days to complete, and the village will have a clean, 
healthy water supply for the first time!

Family Planning - 7ÏÍÅÎȭÓ (ÅÁÌÔÈ 
On February 16, we returned to several 
jungle communities to provide follow-up 
care and ongoing health education to 
women participating in our family planning 
program. An additional 19 women eagerly 
joined. We now have 67 participants!  
 
The women have the option of receiving 
Implanon arm implants, Depo-Provera, 
condoms, and oral contraceptives. In 
addition to family planning, six women 
received prenatal care.  Our Amazon 

Promise team of nurse midwives ɀ Carolina Mendoza, Gissela Cordova, and Dr. Erika Arevalo from the 
Yucuruchi medical post ɀ provided community health education talks to adolescents and adults and medical 
care to 167 people in two and a half days!

We Remember 
 

Carl Hammerschlag 
  
Sadly, our dear friend and colleague, Dr. Carl Hammerschlag, died on 
January 21.  
 
We met Carl many years ago when he was a volunteer with Dr. Patch 
Adams and his Gesundheit organization, which brings more than 100 
humanitarian clowns to Iquitos every year to visit hospitals, conduct 
workshops, perform street theater and create community art 
installations.  
 
We asked Carl if he would like to provide mental health care in our 
Amazon Promise clinics. At first he was unsure how he could help in a 
short 20-minute session in a loud clinic room, with no access to 
psychiatric medicines. But he set up a simple table and chair in a corner 
and quickly realized how incredibly effective he could be.  
 

Carl continued to volunteer his mental health services in Amazon Promise clinics for a few days every year 
when he visited Iquitos. Eventually he created a whole community of mental health clinics in Iquitos, where 
several of the clown volunteers from Gesundheit, all mental health professionals, would set up tables and 
chairs in different plazas to listen to people without judgment and provide practical advice.  
 
In addition to being a humanitarian clown, Carl was a Yale-trained psychiatrist, author, international speaker, 
flamenco dancer and leading authority on mind-body-spirit medicine. His innumerous acts of compassion for 
people in distress have saved many lives.
